She gives the reader plenty of information and a clear road map from start to finish.I tend to be more
interested in understanding the thought process behind a good artistA¢A A™s working method so
that | can understand what it is about the work that speaks to my heart. This book is just deep
enough to satisfy that craving for me. There are enough pictures of both her work and her students

results that | can get a good overall view and appreciate the details.

This book is chock full of inspiration, technique and guidance to start you on your journey. There are
no patterns, per SE, but enough information for you to formulate your own. My advice, however, is
to purchase the hard copy rather than the Kindle book. | own both and find it almost impossible to

get the whole picture on the kindle.
