This is not a branding book, it's all about improving the SharePoint user
experience. While you can duplicate all of the examples using the step by step instructions, the
book also explains how and why each one works. The book also includes "getting started" chapters
on JavaScript, HTML, CSS, Web Parts and SharePoint Designer. This book has a supporting web
site! There you will find all of the source code, a place to ask questions, samples of many of the web
parts in a SharePoint site, along with any new additions. A few of the over 75 customizations and
