I'm pretty sure
these guys know what they’re talking about, but when it comes to talking about it they seem to have
a problem. The text is choppy. The sample code is so disjointed that it's almost impossible to follow.
In chapter 2, for instance, we run into something called the Contact Manager. This example uses a
form with several menu items and buttons. Instead of descriptive names that’ll let you understand
what’s going on without bringing up the program the buttons have names like "button1," "button2,"
etc. Names of the menu items are "menultem2,” "menultem3," etc. Trying to learn something from
this book while you’re away from your computer is an exercise in futility.
