In 1949, just after World War I, all of the gun manufacturing companies faced a problem of selling
guns in the commercial market. The Government had extensive stocks of guns like Endfields,
Springfields, Colt .45’s and of course any number of foreign guns and were beginning to sell these
guns on the commercial market. It was obviously a stupid time to go into the gun manufacturing
business.In 1949 Bill Ruger entered the gun business with one gun being manufactured by a very
small company. The gun was the Ruger.22 Standard Pistol which was an instant hit and is still in
